Also fish must be 
entered within two weeks of being caught. 

6. Weights from Association scale preferred other scales 
acceptable.

A weigh scale is set up in the Workroom area of the hatchery building for weighing entries 

1. plug in and turn on scales 

2. set tray on scales and zero scales 

3. place entry (fish or turkey) in tray and record weight 

4. clean tray and turn off scales 

5. leave entry form in box provided 

6. please leave scales and area clean for the next person 

7. please turn out lights and lock door as you leave
